Notice to Employees

Effective September 30, 2025, the Florida minimum wage
will be $14.00 per hour, with a minimum wage of at least
$10.98 per hour for tipped employees, in addition to tips,
through September 29, 2026.

On Movember 3, 2020, Florida voters approved a state constitutional amandment to gradually increase
the state's minimum wage each year until reaching $15.00 per hour on Septembsar 30, 2026. On
September 30, 2025, Florida's minimum wage will increase te $14.00 per hour, Each year thereafter,
Florida's minimum wage will increase by £1.00 until the minimum wage reaches $15.00 per hour on
September 30, 2026, Resuming in 2027, the minimum wage will be adjusted annually for inflation.
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An empboyer may nol retaliale against an employee for exercising his or her right fo receive the minimum
wage. Rights protectad by the State of Florida Constitution include the right to:

File & complaint about an employer's alleged noncompliance with lawiul minimum wage
reguirements.

Inform any pearson abaut an employers alleged noncompliance with lawlul minimum wage

This notice of compliance must be posted by the employer and
maintained conspicuously in and about the employer's place or places
of employment.

1 = Notify your employer immediately to get the
name of an approved physician. Workers'
comp insurance may not pay the medical bills
if you don’t report your injury promptly to your
employer.

Notify the doctor and medical staff that you
were injured on the job so that bills may be
properly filed.
